Cochin freezes tariffs to attract cargo 
Tue, 3 Jan 2012  

Bold move by Indian port to improve its finances

Targeting a three-fold increase in port capacity at 3.2 billion tonnes by 2020 from the existing capacity of just 

around one billion tonnes and a throughput of 21 million containers, India has decided to commission four 

ports ς two on the west coast at Nhava Sheva and Cochin and two on the east coast at Chennai and  

Vizag ς as hub ports as part of the national maritime agenda.

He said the transhipment terminal has yet to achieve the projected traffic due to the laws prevent 

foreign lines from handling coastal containers.  

 

Dredging at quayside and shipping channels in order to attract mother vessels is another crucial factor for 

development of hub ports in India. L Radhakrishnan, chairman of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust (JNPT), said

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Budapest reports record air cargo volumes 

Budapest Airport (Hungary) achieved a record cargo throughput in 2011, handling more than 100,000  
tonnes for the first time.  
 
As a hub for the whole central eastern European region flown air cargo volumes grew by 6.4% to almost 70,000 
tonnes, despite the flat volumes worldwide last year, while trucked volumes more than doubled to nearly 37,000 
tonnes, taking total throughput to 106,595 tonnes.  The airport said this growth built on substantial increases in 
2010, when flown air cargo grew by 20% and trucked volumes also doubled. The expansion in traffic last year was 
driven by Turkish Airlines starting a weekly freighter service to Lǎǘŀƴōǳƭ ŀƴŘ 9ǳǊƻǇŜΩǎ ƭŀǊƎŜǎǘ ŀƭƭ-cargo airline, 
Cargolux, increasing its cargo capacity ς including the introduction of its new-generation B747-8 freighter to its 
Budapest services. American Airlines and Qatar Airways also launched passenger flights to Budapest last year that  
brought significant belly load cargo capacity.

Marseille-Provence airport has posted an air cargo traffic record for the fourth consecutive year, thanks largely to 
continued growth in express shipments. The southern France gateway handled a total of 53,000 tonnes of  
traffic last year, up 1.6% on 2010, with express freight accounting for 46,333 tonnes (up 3.2%).
